The Gallup Regional System will be
constructed to distribute water through-
out the city and to deliver water to Na-
vajo Chapters surrounding Gallup. Prior
to completion of the entire project, non -
project water will temporarily be trans-
ported through the Gallup Regional
System to satisfy water demands of the
surrounding chapters of Manuelito,
Chichiltah, Red Rock, Bread Springs,
lyanbito, Church Rock, Pinedale, and
Mariano Lake. A system of wells near
Twin Lakes will provide the temporary
water supply until facilities are con-
structed to treat and deliver water from
the San Juan River. Construction of Pro-
ject facilities from Twin Lakes to Yata-
hey is scheduled to start in 2011, depend
ing upon appropriations from Congress
and execution of numerous agreements
and contracts.

On the eastern side, water will be
diverted from the Cutter Reservoir,
treated at a water treatment plant lo-
cated near the base of the dam, and
piped south along U.S. Highway 550 to
provide water to adjacent Navajo Chap-
ters, the Jicarilla Apache Nation, and
additional Navajo Chapters south of the
highway.
